3. Eligibility and Entry

5.3. Sunday October 7th
0930:
1st Warning signal for the day, subsequent races to follow No warning signal will be made later than 12:00pm.

6. Venue
6.1. Attachment 1 shows a map of Clear Lake Park

6.2. The racing area will be Clear Lake, Texas

7. The Courses
7.1. The courses will be windward/leeward, Olympic or Gold Cup style courses. Larger boats may sail a different course than smaller boats at the discretion of the Race committee

8. Scoring
8.1. A minimum of five races are planned, however, one race shall constitute a regatta

8.2. If more than five races are sailed, a boat’s regatta score will consist of the total of her race scores excluding her worst score

9. Berthing
9.1. Boats may be kept in the secured area of parking lot Friday night and Saturday night Boat must be removed from the secured area by 1000 each day. Larger boats desiring nearby in-the-water berthing should contact the regatta chairman, Bob Hunkins, at least 10 days before the event.

10. Prizes
2-3 boats, 1 trophy; 4-6 boats, 2 trophies; 7-9 boats, 3 trophies; 10+ boats, 4 trophies.

11. Disclaimer of Liability
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See Rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority, its officers and members will not accept liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

12. Insurance
